Bastille Day is the common name given in English  -speaking countries to the French National Day, which is

celebrated on 14 July each year. In France it is formally called La Fete Nationale, the French National

Celebration also commonly know as Le quatorze Juillet, the commemoration of the storming of the

Bastille-prison on the 14 th of July 1789.

Every year the Bastille Day celebrations are held throughout France. The oldest and largest military parade

in Europe is held on the morning of 14 July, on the avenue des Champs -Elysees in Paris in front of the

President of the French Republic, along with other French officials and foreign guests. In the evening a

spectacular fireworks display takes place at the Eiffel Tower.

This year in Melbourne the French community celebrated their National Day by organising the Bastille

French Festival on the weekend of July 8 and 9 in and around the surrounds of the Queen Victoria market

(from 9am to 4pm). This festival offered a taste of France to Melbournians, including a selection of the best

French food and wine displayed in a wide variety of stal
activities.
